The following is from a focus group from Etna and Dixmont concerning the school.
In 2009, after significant pressure and the threat of fines imposed by

the state looming over our two towns, SAD 38 made the difficult decision to

consolidate with SAD 48 to create RSU 19. At the time, joining RSU 19

seemed to be the most practical option for our communities. However, due

to the recurring budget issues, proposed relocation of our grades 5-8

to Newport, and lack of curriculum alignment throughout the district, it seems

an appropriate time to explore the option of withdrawal from RSU 19.

A withdrawal will allow us to regain local control over our school,

including budget and curriculum, and to aid in retention and recruitment of

staff. We also aim to create a sustainable learning environment and to

reignite the sense of community between our two towns. Similar to our

pre-consolidation agreement, SAD 23 has expressed interest in our return to

their school district.

Representatives from the towns of Etna and Dixmont have created a

focus group to work towards a future plan for our local school and aim to

remain as transparent as possible through the process. Although we realize

it is a lengthy procedure to achieve withdrawal, we believe this is the best

avenue to a sustainable, long term plan for our school and communities.

We are currently planning an informational meeting and family get

together to be held Wednesday, August 17, 2016, from 4pm7pm

at the field across the street from the Etna-Dixmont School. We’ll be sharing ideas and

information, as well as providing food, games and fun. Please bring your

families, your neighbors and your questions and join us for this community 

gathering.
