TRANSFER STATION

The 2016 annual permit is now available at the Town Office. The cost is $10.  

The transfer station is now taking passenger vehicle tires with a maximum diameter of 18”. Cost is $2 per tire.  You must neatly pile the tires as directed by the attendant.

You can dispose of them at the Recycling Center in Thorndike for free because the Town is a member of the Center. You will need to show proof that you are a Dixmont resident. Their hours are: Tues – Fri 9am – 4pm, Sat 8am-1pm, Sun & Mon closed.
