                                    Transfer Station

    ****CLOSED ON SUNDAYS IN JULY & AUGUST****

 A 2016 permit is needed for your vehicle to enter the Transfer Station.  You can purchase it at the Town Office for $10.  Bag stickers are still $1 each.
 The transfer station is now taking passenger vehicle tires with a maximum diameter of 18”. Cost is $2 per tire.  You must neatly pile the tires as directed by the attendant.
Electronics such as computers, radios, cd players, etc are NOT being taken at the transfer station.  You can dispose of them at the Recycling Center in Thorndike for free because the Town is a member of the Center. You will need to show proof that you are a Dixmont resident. Their hours are: Tues – Fri 9am – 4pm, Sat. 8am-1pm, Sun & Mon closed.

The RSU 19 school board has approved an adjustment to next year’s school budget.

Last Tuesday residents from Newport and surrounding towns rejected a budget that would have raised property taxes by an average of 16%.

Tuesday night members of the budget committee went before the full school board to recommend a 6-percent decrease in the local cost–meaning taxes would go up by about 10%.

Note:  the 16% increase would have been to the Municipal Assessment, not individual property taxes. With a 6% reduction to the local cost, the Assessment will increase 10% over last year’s Assessment. The Municipal Assessment is the amount the Town of Dixmont pays RSU19 each year.
The FY16 RSU19 Assessment to Dixmont was:  $ 699,370.22

The first proposed FY17 Assessment is:               $ 812,322.98
an increase of $112,952.75, which is a 16.15% increase.

Below are some examples of tax bills from last year and for this year if the first RSU19 budget amounts were used. Also, the Homestead Exemption has gone up for this year. This comparison is based on using the RSU19 budget figures, assuming the property valuations stay the same and that no other exemptions are added.
