                    MARCH 3, 2020 ELECTION
         

There will be a Presidential Primary and a Referendum question concerning Immunizations on March 3, 2020.  Polls will be open from 8:00 am to 8:00 pm.  Remember that only Democrats, Republicans and Green Independents are qualified parties.  If you are now unenrolled, you may enroll into a party up to and including election day.  If you are currently enrolled in a party and wish to switch parties, the law states that “a voter may NOT vote at a caucus, convention, or primary election for 15 days after filing an application to change enrollment”.  Please keep this in mind if this is your intention.  Please remember that last date you can vote absentee (unless you have a special circumstance) is the Thursday before the election, February 27th, 2020.  The Town Office will be closed for business on election day.
