ANNUAL TOWN WARRANT – changes

Because of the huge changes in the revenue resources that the Town would receive from the State, the warrant has changed a little.

Article 1A: in regard to Articles 2 – 9 -if there is only one person nominated for a single position, to allow the Town Clerk to cast one written ballot instead of having everyone present cast a ballot.  If there is an objection, then the normal  written ballot by all those who want to vote will take place.

Article 1B: in regard to Articles 10 – 20 – to allow these articles to be considered as a block article and voted on as such. If there is an objection, then each article will be voted on separately.  Please note: even if voted as a block article, all articles are open for a discussion period. Questions can be asked and will be answered before a final vote, as usual. Each article can be amended.

Article 32: in regard to appropriated revenue resources – Because it is expected that we will not receive as much revenue sharing, local road assistance, homestead reimb. and other state funding, it was suggested to allow for changes in the revenue resources to fund the budget. To do this, the article should not have any amounts stated. The wording of the article dictates the authorization of action….we vote on the article and that is what has to be done….no changes allowed. This could create a problem when we finalize the commitment and set the mil rate. If expected State revenues fall short of the estimates, the money would have to come from taxes or surplus. The note in the article shows the amounts from each resource that was used to balance the budget when first done in February. If this budget is passes as presented, it is likely that the mil rate will go up mostly because of the State shortfalls because of Covid-19. One piece of good news is that the Homestead Exemption has increased to $25,000 for each property owner. 

Article 33: in regard to Articles 25, 30, & 31 – to authorize the Select Board to not fund the reserve accounts if the cash flow is impacted from the decrease in projected revenues.

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JULY 14TH  ELECTION

On Tuesday July 14th there will be a State Primary & Referendum Election.  There also will be the RSU 19 Budget Validation Ballot.  This is to validate what will have been passed at the RSU 19 Annual Budget Meeting which is to be held on June 23rd at 7:00 pm at Nokomis High School.
CHANGE OF VOTING PLACE: Due to Covid-19 we have decided to move the voting on July 14th to the Snowmobile Club where the 6-foot social distance will be easily accomplished.  All voters will be asked to use the hand sanitizer that will be at the voting place before receiving their ballot. The incoming Ballot Clerk will have a protective shield of some sort that will be between them and the voter. Each voter will receive a “never before used” pencil along with their ballot.  Each voter will deposit their pencil in a receptacle beside the ballot box before leaving.  Each voter will enter the front door and exit the back.  Voting spaces will be set up to be at least 6 feet apart.  We hope these efforts will encourage residents to come out and vote feeling safe while doing so.  Voting will begin at 8:00 am to 8:00 pm.
ABSENTEE VOTING: For those of you who will not be able to make it to the voting place on voting day or for those of you who simply are not comfortable with social interaction due to Covid-19, the Absentee Balloting is available as always.   There are a few ways to accomplish this.  (1.) you may come to the office before the Election and “Vote in the Presence of the Clerk”.  We give you a ballot to vote.  You seal the ballot in the envelope, sign the envelope and you are done. This is easiest and most cost effective way as there are no mailing costs for the town.   (2.) You may go to the Sect. of State Election website, fill out an Absentee Ballot Application electronically.  We verify the information and send the appropriate ballots thru the mail.  (3.) A person may request a ballot by “phone request”.  Each voter must call for themselves. We verify certain information and then mail the ballot.  (4.)  You may come to the office and make out an Absentee Ballot Application so you can take your ballot home to vote if so desired.  Family members can pick up ballots for their family member by filling out an Absentee Ballot Application for that family member and sign designating how they are related (i.e. spouse, son, sister etc).  
Absentee Ballots should be here sometime the first week in June.
FOR THOSE OF YOU WHO REQUESTED A STATE ABSENTEE BALLOT ELECTRONICALLY, YOU MUST ALSO REQUEST AN ABSENTEE BALLOT FOR THE RSU 19 BUDGET VALIDATION BALLOT THRU THIS OFFICE.  EITHER CALL OR COMING INTO THE OFFICE TO RECEIVE BALLOT.  RSU 19 ABSENTEE BALLOTS WILL NOT BE SENT UNLESS REQUESTED.
PLEASE NOTE:  The Thursday before every election (which is July 9th for this election) is the last day to vote absentee.  To vote after this date you must have a special circumstance, one example…. your boss calls Thursday night (July 9th) and says you have go out of town…so now you won’t be around on Election Day.  This is a special circumstance.  When in doubt, give us a call here at the office.
