Minutes of the meeting of the Dixmont, Maine, Planning Board, Jan. 10, 2017

The Dixmont Planning Board met at the Dixmont Town Office on Tuesday, Jan. 10, 2017. Present were Planning Board members Phil Dolan, Clark Staples, John Devin, Brian Wilson, and Mark Guzzi. Also present was Laura and Nathan Calderwood.
In the absence of the secretary, there were no minutes read from the previous meeting. They will be reviewed at the next meeting.

The Calderwoods came before the board to discuss their interest in developing a marijuana cultivation facility. The operation would be at their residence on the south side of Route 9, approximately a half mile east of the Route 9/ Route 143/ Kennebec Rd intersection. They have a 4.25-acre lot. They explained that the state wants prospective operators to go before their local planning board to get approval from the town before pursuing a license from the state.

The board noted a site plan review would be required if the operation was planned to exceed 2,500 square feet (Including driveways and the building footprint). The board also took note of the fact that other municipalities in the area, including Bangor and Brewer) have declared moratoria on marijuana facilities until the state issues rules and regulations for commercial operations.

The board will consider a workshop on the municipal issues pertaining to legalized marijuana, and will discuss it with the Drummond Woodsum law firm. Places and times of future action on this issue will be announced as they are developed.
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
